The reader requires the ACU to control the LED’s.

To configure the ACU LED setting, open the Net2 server configuration utility and on the ‘General’ tab, check 
the ‘Display reader LED’s in OEM style’ box.

If the option is not available, please contact Technical support for further advice.

The reader was tested with various mobile phones and produced a 26 bit 
Wiegand 3 digit site code and a 7 digit card number. These numbers were 
consistant with the information given.

Paxton advise checking for the correct site code with the Wiegand filter to 
provide a higher level of security.
