Ensure any unused wires are safely terminated.
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Red LED
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The reader was tested using the 26 bit Wiegand setting.

To set up the required 26 bit Wiegand filter you will need to use the Net2 Server 
configuration utility.
Once completed, set the reader ‘Token data fomat’ in Net2 to ‘Wiegand Custom’.

Paxton advise checking for the correct site code with the Wiegand filter to provide a higher 
level of security.

To select a Wiegand output, the Yellow must be left unconnected. To select a Clock and Data output, connect the Yellow wire to 0V.
The Orange wire is left unconnected for both formats.

To configure the LED setting, open the Net2 server configuration utility and on the ‘General’ tab, check the ‘Display reader LED’s in OEM style’ box.
